Dear colleagues,

We have the honour to invite you to take part in the 9th workshop on “Insects and Fungi in Storm Areas” of IUFRO WG  7.03.10 Methodology of Forest Insect and Disease Survey in Central Europe.

We are very pleased to have the opportunity to welcome you to Slovakia, in the most beautiful mountainous scenery of the country during the 110th Anniversary of the Foundation of our Forest Research Institute. We believe that you will spend fruitful impressive days in Slovakia, meeting your expectations and that workshop mission will be fulfilled.

Location of the workshop 
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Conference will be held directly in the central part of the oldest Slovak national park – Tatra National Park, in a four star Hotel Patria situated on the lake’s cost in the elevation of 1355 m a.s.l. The hotel is surrounded by virgin alpine nature with beautiful view on the Lake of Strbske Pleso and rocky mountain in very close background. 

The High Tatras are the highest mountains in Slovakia. Twenty of the peaks are over 2400 m and 35 clear mountain lakes are scattered amongst them. The snows cover mountains 200 - 250 days a year. There are about 1300 species of vascular plants, many are glacial relics. The important animal species include chamois, marmot, brown bear, lynx, eagle and wolf. 

The catastrophic windthrow attacked High Tatras region at the end of 2004, when 12 000 ha of forest were totally destroyed during few minutes (2.3 millions of m3 of timber damaged). That situation established an exceptional condition for study of the post calamity forest ecosystems development and increases a large areas bark beetle outbreak.

Paper A4 (21 × 29.7 cm) with margin: 2.5 cm, single-spaced.

TITLE in capital Letters 
Times New Roman CE 12, bold and right centred.

Space – 1 line

First name and family name
Times New Roman CE 12, small capitals, right centred

Full address of the office with zip code and e-mail address 
 Times New Roman CE 10, italics, right centred.
Space – 1 line

The paper should be written in text editor Microsoft Word, Times New Roman CE 12, normal.

Titles of the chapters: Times New Roman CE 12, bold

Margin – 0.5 cm

Latin words must be written in italics, citations of other authors given in round brackets.

Tables must be numbered by Arabic numbers Table 1) and then brief and concise title is given - Times New Roman CE 10, above table. Tables are accepted only in text editor Microsoft Word, inserted tables with lines of 0.5, Times New Roman CE 10 b.

Figures must be supplied only the format *tif or * jpg. Brief and concise title is given under the figure, centre. 
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Figure 1 Incidental felling caused by bark beetles in Slovakia
The list of references – titles must be numbered and ordered chronologically. Only the works cited in the text must be given (maximum 20 references). References should be given as follows: family name, abbreviation of the first name, year of publishing: full title of referred work in original language, title of the journal, volume, issue/number, page of referred part. For monograph it should be given also the place of publishing, publisher, and total number of pages. In references in the Proceedings it is given as In family name, abbreviation of the first name of editor (compiler), title of the proceedings, place of publishing, publisher and page(s) of the cited part. Latin zoological and botanical names must be given in italics. If the number of the authors is six and less all authors are mentioned in the citation. If they are more than six authors, only the first three authors are given and et al.

Examples:

Minďáš, J., 1997: Premŕzanie lesných pôd v stredohorskej oblasti Poľany. In Pichler, V. (ed.): Pôda v súčasných environmentálnych podmienkach. Zvolen, TU, p. 137 – 142.

Houston, D. R., 1975: Beech Bark Disease, the aftermath forests are structured for a new outbreak. Journal of Forestry, 73(10), p. 660 – 63.

Parker, E. J., 1974: Beech Bark Disease. For. Comm. For. Rec., (96), 15 pp.

Text writing: 

Words in the text of the contribution should not be divided. Lines should be ended with enter only at the end of the title, paragraph, etc. One must be careful with using the letter O and zero, the letter l with number one and in decimal figures to use point not comma. Space should be used in the text after punctuation letters and to use round brackets. Abbreviations, marks, formulas, equations, foreign letters should be written consistently and correctly. Formulas and equations with indexes should be written clearly and Arabic numbers in square brackets should number equations on the right margin.
